- I'm proud of our AFSC cruising fleet for making their
first cruise to Port Washington. Three boats sailed
there: Journey, Della 2, and Brezza and 13 people
attended.

Joan Fergus is promoting kayaking, she had the owner
of Rutabaga Paddlesports in Madison give a talk on
Kayaking, He stressed the safety of the sport as well

as different types of kayaks.
Race Director Steve Gancarz has the Wednesday night and Pursuit races going. Many
thanks to the Race Committee for getting the races off and it is much appreciated that
they take photos of the racers and then show them on the TV back at the club.

Our Youth Sailing program is on fire! This year we have added an advanced class and
the kids are sailing lasers and 420%.

Head Instructor, Maddie Lyon and Sailing Instructors Sarah Mercer and Leah

Hansen along with Commodore Amy and Rick Cermak and a handful of parents and
grandparents took their sailing class to Chicago on Friday June 17, 2022 for a behind
the scenes tour of the 50 catamarans. These 50 foot boats get hoisted in and out

of the water each day. After racing the boats get inspected with an ultrasound tool

to insute they are sound. The Swiss team let our kids try on their life jacket, which
contained a whistle, knife, and 4 minutes of oxygen. Each sailor wears a helmet with
ahead set. The boats travel so fast, it is the only way to communicate with each other.
The sail consists of four sections. We also learned that the race committee makes the
decision on how many sections they use. On Saturday their sail had three sections and
with lighter winds on Sunday they used four sections. These boats were quite amazing
to see traveling at speeds of 50 to 60 mph, flying by Navy Pier.

SailGP is an international sailing competition using high performance F50 foiling
catamarans, teams compete across multiple grand prix cities around the world.

SailGP will only race in two cities in the United States, Chicago and their last stop

San Francisco. Chicago is the only fresh water sailing event. Each team is partnered
with a youth sailing program and Racine Yacht Club youth sailing was chosen and
partnered with the Swiss team. Two of our youth
sailors (one male, one female) were able to race during
the event on RS Feva boats. These boats do not foil,
they are a two-person sailing dinghy with a main, jibe,
and asymmetrical spinnaker. Beckett Sabanosh and
Jessenia Garcia represented the Racine Yacht Club and
we couldn’t be more proud of these kids! Out of 10
teams our RYC team tied for fifth place. A big shout
out to their parents Tiffnee Julian and Dan and Rachel
Sabanosh who made sure the kids were at Chicago

Yacht Club on time, dressed and ready to go each day!

While in Chicago the sailing class also visited Maggie Daley Park, a kids fantasyland,
crossed over the spectacular stainless steel Bridge to Millennium Park to see the
Cloud Gate statue also known as “The Bean”, cooled off in the Crown Fountain
which is a interactive, larger than life video sculpture composed of a black granite
reflecting pool positioned between a pair
of 50 foot glass brick towers that use
light-emitting diodes (LEDs) to display
digital videos spouting water from pouting
lips, showering splashers with a cool spray.
Afterwards we bought ice cream from a
street vender before visiting the iconic
Buckingham Fountain in Grant Patk.

We felt like celebrities when returning

at 9:30PM to a packed parking lot and a
crowd of happy parents waving and taking
photos of us.
